TERMS OF REFERENCE

PROVISION OF INTERGRATED SECURITY SERVICES FOR JOE GQABI DISTRICT MUNICIPALITY

1. PURPOSE

Joe Ggabi District Municipality seeks services from an accredited service provider to provide security services in Senqu,
Walter Sisulu and Elundini area.

2. BACKGROUND

Joe Gqabi District Municipality has a responsibility to manage, maintain and safeguard its assets. Security guards are
therefore needed to prevent theft, vandalism or misuse of the municipal assets and ensure that assets are maintained
for their useful lives. Access control to all municipal buildings must be maintained at all times.As well as occasional
armed guarding and VIP\Close Protection Services when the need arises.

3. QUALIFICATION, EXPERIENCE AND TRAINING

All security staff employed by the Contractor to guard the Joe Gqabi District Municipality premises must be registered
with PSIRA. Supervisors must have obtained training to at least Grade C\D\E level. Security Officers must be in
possession of Grade B. More-over supervisors and security officers must be able to read and write.

1. Training Plan & Accreditation:

The successful supplier must demonstrate how he/she will provide training to the security personnel and provide proof
(accreditation / certification) thereof on the following fields (e.g., Safety Courses, PSIRA refresher training, additional
training to security personnel);

Training plan for safety courses (First Aid Level 1 & 2, Fire Fighting,& Breathalyzer training) including supervisors and
site managers that has successfully completed the safety courses.

It will be a requirement that Security personnel undergone Certification / Accreditation Bi-annual PSIRA refresher training
courses, including supervisors and site managers that has successfully completed the PSIRA bi-annual refresher
courses (refresher PSIRA Grades, Safety courses, breathalyzer )and any additional courses relevant to the security
industry that will equip and develop security personnel performance on site.

4. SCOPE OF THE PROJECT AND KEY DELIVERABLES /MILESTONES

This section forms an integral part of the project specifications. The purpose of this section is to provide
prospective tenderers with more information on the nature and extent of the contract for tendering purposes. It
is not the intention of this section to provide a full description of all tasks, functions, and requirements, and any
omissions or ambiguities in this section shall not relieve the contractor of any of his or her obligations under
the contract. Where minimum requirements are expressly specified in this section, such requirements shall be
binding on the contractor. In addition any other relevant security requirements / commaodities that the JGDM
deem necessary at a future date as a result of municipal operations in terms of increasing security measures
or through Technology Requirements in security advancement will be sourced from the successful provider.
Notwithstanding the fact that the municipality will have the discretion to accept a price offered taking market
related costing into consideration.

5. SERVICE CATEGORIES

Services may generally be divided into the following categories:

e Access control at vehicular gates



Access control at the main entrances.
Patrol services.

Reaction force.

Guard services

Armed guarding

VIP\Close Protection Services

Specific functions will depend on local circumstances. Basic functions are described in the following paragraphs:-

Tasks

Ensure that the control point is neat and tidy during shift changes.

Inspect and test all facilities and equipment, and report any defects to the security manager of the municipality.
Register all incoming and outgoing vehicles, and make sure that the register and forms are kept safe.

Ensure that vehicle content is inspected and documented in a register.

Security staff shall be conversant with normal procedures and permits required to enter the point.

Be polite to all people at all times, but do not deviate from fixed procedures (be firm but cautious).

Perform random searches on vehicles as specified in the company's (contractor's) operations procedures.

In the event of any doubt or suspicion, contact the shift commander or supervisor.

Open the gate and allow the vehicle through if all requirements have been met.

Report any irregularity noticed at the gate in writing and submit it to the supervisor.

5.1 Access control at doors/ gates

Bear in mind that government/municipal premises/buildings are public areas, which means that public has a right to enter
those premises/buildings in certain instances. It must also be noted that those premises/buildings are manned by
security officers and therefore it goes without saying that both public and security officers should respect each other
because there are compliance issues that should be met before one could be given his/her right to enter the
premises/buildings.

Tasks

Ensure that the control point is neat and tidy during shift changes and at all other times.

Inspect and test all facility and equipment, prior taking over the premises, and report any defects to the
security supervisor.

Security staff shall be conversant with normal procedures, security standards and permits required to
enter the point.

Be polite towards all persons at all times but do not deviate from fixed procedures.

Perform searches on handbags and people as specified in the Company procedures manual bearing
in mind that man searches man and woman searches woman.

In the event of any doubt or suspicion, contact the Shift Commander or Supervisor.

If metal detectors or X-ray machines are in operation at the doors, follow the procedures as described
in the Company procedures manuals.

Report any irregularity noticed at the door, in writing, immediately.

Make sure gates and doors are locked at all times when not in service notwithstanding fire safety
regulations.

Ensure all safety instructions are adhered to at all times



5.3 Patrol Services

Tasks

Patrol the premises and all buildings of JGDM, by physical and electronic means, by utilizing (Guard
Patrol Monitoring Systems)

Complete patrols and perform all duties as specified in the Company procedures manual including in-
spection of the sites, confronting of all suspicious persons and investigation of suspicious objects, etc.
Report all incidents by radio to the Shift Commander/Supervisor immediately and subsequently in writ-

ing.

5.4 Reaction Force

Due to scattered satellite offices, roads, camps, or other emergency scenarios, it is essential that the contracted service
provider make arrangements for a response force, so that in times of emergency, a swift backup may be obtained as
soon as possible.

Tasks

Assist the security officers on duty, in times of need, within a reasonable period space of time.

Ready to react immediately.

6. RESTRICTIONS ON THE ERECTION OF STRUCTURES

The erection, installation or alteration by the Contractor of any structures including movable temporary office
accommodation units which the Contractor may wish to erect for administrative and supervisory purposes
and equipment in or on the site in terms of this contract shall be subject to the prior written approval of the mu-
nicipality.

Areas where no immovable\existing guard rooms are available, the Contractor will be responsible for providing
their own mobile guard houses fully equipped with solar for lighting and electrical ports for equipment.

No domestic housing facilities will be allowed on site.

The municipality shall not be liable for any loss or damage to equipment supplied by the contractor due to theft,
vandalism, or whatever reason, and any such equipment lost or damaged shall be replaced by the contractor at
his/her own cost.

7. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS WITH REGARD TO PERSONNEL UPON SIGNING A CONTRACT.

All security staff employed by the contractor to guard our premises shall be registered with PSIRA. All security
guards shall be outfitted with uniforms and appropriate work attire and equipment necessary for the perform-
ance of their duties, including armed guard and close-protection equipment.

The service provider needs to comply fully with all OHS requirements relating to their staff members while un-
der the employment of JGDM.

If the municipality at any time is of the opinion that any of the contractor’s employees connected with the per-
formance of the functions and/or duties in terms of this contract should, for any reason, not be connected with
the performance of such functions or duties, the municipality shall be entitled to require the contractor forthwith
to withdraw any such employee from any such function or duty or forthwith to withdraw such an employee from
the project.

In such an event, the contractor shall comply with such request and shall not, on account of such request, be
entitled to claim any loss or damages from the municipality; and



If the municipality requires any information regarding any of the Contractor’'s employees connected with the per-
formance of functions and duties in terms of this contract, the Contractor shall without delay furnish the munici-
pality with all available information upon request.

The Contractor shall appoint personnel capable of communicating with members of the public in the dominant
language in the area, and the municipality shall be entitled to require the Contractor forthwith to withdraw any
employees from the relevant duty if such employee does not, in the opinion of the municipality, comply with a
reasonable linguistic standard.

The security staff employed by the contractor at the various sites shall satisfy the following conditions:

Supervisors:
e Supervisors shall be trained to at least Grade B level qualification as per Psira requirements.
o Supervisors shall have a good grounding in their job descriptions and duties.
o Supervisors shall at all times be capable of leading, controlling, and supervising their subordinates.
o Supervisors shall be able to communicate clearly.
o Security Officers shall not have been found guilty of offenses under Schedule 1 of the criminal procedures act.

Security Officers:
o Security Officers shall be in possession of Grade C\D\E qualification as per Psira requirements.
o Security Officers shall be able to communicate
o Security officers shall not be younger than 18 years of age.
o Security Officers shall not have been found guilty of offenses under Schedule 1 of the criminal procedures act.

7.1

General Requirements of Security Personnel

At all times, supervisors and security officers shall present the highest degree of professionalism while attend-
ing to people.

Supervisors and security officers shall at all times present a dedicated attitude or approach to security, which at-
titude or approach shall imply, inter alia, that there shall be no unnecessary arguments with visitors or staff or
discourteous behavior towards them.

Supervisors and security officers shall give immediate and prompt attention to all people and vehicles intending
to gain entry, so as to avoid unnecessarily long queues that will later result in other unnecessary complications.
Supervisors and security officers shall be physically healthy and medically fit for the execution of their duties.
No information concerning municipality activities may be furnished to the public or the news media by the con-
tractor or his employees.

The municipality reserves the right to ascertain from the PSIRA whether security staff in his or her service pos-
sesses clearances and to ascertain from the Private Security Industry Regulatory Authority (PSIRA) whether the
security staff are registered with PSIRA.

7.2 Security Staff Equipment

The Service Provider undertakes to ensure that each member of his security staff will, at all times when on
duty, be fully equipped in respect of:

A neat and clearly identifiable uniform supplied by the service provider, which uniform will include matching raincoats and
overcoats for rainy and cold conditions, respectively.

A clear identification card from the PSIRA, with the member’s photo, identification, and number on it, is worn noticeably
at all times.

The following service aids are to be worn on the security personnel’s body at all times, such as:

Baton
Handcuffs



Whistle

Pepper Spray

Pocket Book

Occurrence book

Pen

Torch (at night)

Cell Phone\Radio

Scanner

Fire arm for specific guarding requirement.

. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE SERVICE PROVIDER

The tenderer must provide 12 or 24-hour service as per site requirements.
The service provider shall implement an approved control system, such as:

o An occurrence book, to provide physical evidence of the presence of all employees on site at all
times. All employees shall be fully conversant with emergency plans and procedures on site and shall
give their full support in the event of an emergency.

o Electronic guard patrol checkpoint systems for perimeter control the Service Provider shall at all times
that will strengthens the necessary supervision on site.

After appointment, tenderers shall include schematic diagrams of their command and control structure
at the various areas where guard duties will be performed.

The service provider shall have detailed procedure manuals for all security functions available on site at all
times. Procedures manuals shall be submitted for the approval of the municipality at the start of the contract.
Approval of the manuals will not relieve the service provider from any of his obligations under the contract.
Should the municipality discover any deficiencies in the procedure manuals subsequent to his approval of such
manuals, he may order the service provider to amend the manuals to his satisfaction at the cost of the service
provider.

The tenderer must establish communication links with the police.

All equipment, including hand-held metal detectors, extend-eye mirrors, Guard Patrol Monitoring Systems,
radios and other communication equipment, vehicles, and any other equipment necessary to execute this con-
tract in accordance with the specification, shall be supplied and maintained by the service provider to the satis-
faction of the municipality.

NB: The tendered price shall include such services, and no extra payment will be made to this effect.

9. SECURITY CONTROL CENTRE

The service provider shall provide a fully equipped and furnished 24hour security control cen-
tre.

The security control centre shall be in radio/cellphone contact with security staff on each and
every site and with the Representative of the municipality, where the need arise.

10.REPORTING REQUIREMENT

The service provider shall report to the Department of Corporate Services.

The service provider shall every month supply a summarized written report to the Department on specific prob-
lems, suggestions, improved methods and work programs, personnel turnover, occupant complaints and reme-
dial action, and all other matters connected with this agreement.



o In cases of emergency, the service provider is required to verbally report immediately after an incident and
within 24 hours in writing.

e Meetings will be held quarterly with the Service Provider.

11. LIABILITY (FOR SUCCESSFUL BIDDER)

The successful bidder shall at all times be liable for the acts and omissions of its employees providing security
services to the Client Municipality when acting within the course and scope of their duties and employment.

The successful bidder will be held responsible for any damage or loss to or of assets suffered by the
municipality as a result of the bidder’s Security officers’ negligence or wilful action in the ordinary execution of
their duty. As such, the successful bidder is required to provide a certified copy of Public Liability Insurance
at a minimum equivalent to R20, 000,000 to cover such losses.

The successful bidder shall furnish the municipality with a copy of the policy cover and a letter from the
relevant insurance company providing such cover and certifying that the policy is effective. The policy should
be valid on the commencement date of the contract and should remain in force for the duration of the contract.
Proof of liability coverage being a condition of appointment will have to be submitted to the JGDM twice (2)
annually for the duration of the contract.

The Municipality shall not be responsible for any injury or death of security personnel, damage to any vehicles,
equipment, or other material used by the successful bidder in respect of the security services provided and
used on the premises caused by the client municipality or any of its employees acting within the course and
scope of their duties and employment.

Therefore, the successful bidder shall indemnify the Municipality against

(i) Any damage to the municipality’s property, whether movable or immovable;

(ii) Loss of property belonging to the municipality

12.SPECIFICATION REQUIREMENT FOR EACH LOCAL MUNICIPAL AREA

The Joe Ggabi Municipality seeks security services for the whole district municipality.

Tenderers are required to tender for one or more local municipalities, but no service provider will be appointed
to more than one local municipality. A separate tender document must be completed for each local municipality
the tenderer wishes to tender for. A single tenderer will be appointed for each local municipality, and therefore,
no selective bidding within the local municipality will be entertained.

Notwithstanding the above statement, JGDM reserves the right to appoint a single bidder in cases
where it is not possible to recommend a qualifying bidder for the remaining local municipalities.

Definitions
The following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:
“Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for the receipt of bids.

“Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the provider, as recorded in the contract
form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference
therein.

“Contract price” means the price payable to the provider under the contract for the full and proper performance of his
contractual obligations.

“Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of any thing of the value to influence the action of a
public official in the procurement process or in contract execution.

“Countervailing duties” are imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is subsidized by its government and
encouraged to market its products internationally.

“Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown or produced or from which the services are
supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing or substantial and major assembly of
components, a commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in
purpose or utility from its components.

“Day” means calendar day.
“Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.
“Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand.

“Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the specified store or depot or on the
specified site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order, the provider bearing all risks and charges involved
until the supplies are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

“Dumping” occurs when a private enterprise abroad market its goods on own initiative in the RSA at lower prices than that
of the country of origin and which have the potential to harm the local industries in the RSA.

“Force majeure” means an event beyond the control of the provider and not involving the provider’s fault or negligence
and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but is not restricted to, acts of the purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars
or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

“Manufacture” means the production of products in a factory using labour, materials, components and machinery and
includes other related value-adding activities.

“Order” means an official written order issued for the supply of goods or works or the rendering of a service.

“Project site,” where applicable, means the place indicated in bidding documents.

“Purchaser” means the organization purchasing the goods.

“Republic” means the Republic of South Africa.

“8CC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

“Services” means those functional services ancillary to the supply of the goods, such as transportation and any other
incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training, catering, gardening,
security, maintenance and other such obligations of the provider covered under the contract.

The provider shall permit the purchaser to inspect the provider’s records relating to the performance of the provider and to
have them audited by auditors appointed by the purchaser, if so required by the purchaser.

Patent rights

The provider shall indemnify the purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark, or
industrial design rights arising from use of goods or any part thereof by the purchaser.

When a provider developed documentation/projects for the municipality or municipal entity, the intellectual, copy and patent
rights or ownership or such documents or projects will vest in the municipality or municipal entity.

Performance Security

Within thirty (30) days of receipt of the notification of contract award, the successful bidder shall furnish to the
purchaser the performance security of the amount specified in SCC.

The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from
the provider’s failure to complete his obligations under the contract.

The performance security shall be denominated in the currency of the contract, or in a freely convertible currency
acceptable to the purchaser and shall be in one of the following forms:

(a) a bank guarantee or an irrevocable letter of credit issued by a reputable bank located in the purchaser’s country

If it is a bid condition that supplies to be produced or services to be rendered should at any stage during production or
execution or on completion be subject to inspection, the premises of the bidder or contractor shall be open, at all
reasonable hours, for inspection by a representative of the purchaser or an organization acting on behalf of the
purchaser.

If there are no inspection requirements indicated in the bidding documents and no mention is made in the contract, but
during the contract period it is decided that inspections shall be carried out, the purchaser shall itself make the necessary
arrangements, including payment arrangements with the testing authority concerned.

If the inspections, tests and analyses referred to in clause 8.2 & 8.3 show the supplies to be in accordance with the
contract requirements, the cost of the inspections, tests and analyses shall be defrayed by the purchaser.

Where the supplies or services referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 do not comply with the contract requirements,
irrespective of whether such supplies or services are accepted or not, the cost in connection with these inspections, tests
or analyses shall be defrayed by the provider.

Packaging

The provider shall provide such packaging of the goods as is required to prevent their damage or deterioration during
transit to their final destination, as indicated in the contract. The packaging shall be sufficient to withstand, without
limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit, and
open storage. Packaging, case size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the
good’s final destination and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit.

Warranty

The provider warrants that the goods supplied under the contract are new, unused, of the most recent or current models
and that, they incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials unless provided otherwise in the contract. The
provider further warrants that all goods supplied under this contract shall have no defect, arising from design, materials, or
workmanship (except when the design and/or material is required by the purchaser’s specifications) or from any act or
omission of the provider, that may develop under normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions prevailing in the
country of final destination.

This warranty shall remain valid for thirty six (36) months after the goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be, have
been delivered to and accepted at the final destination indicated in the contract, or for eighteen (18) months after the date
of shipment from the port or place of loading in the source country, whichever period concludes earlier, unless specified
otherwise.

The purchaser shall promptly notify the provider in writing of any claims arising under this warranty.

Upon receipt of such notice, the provider shall, within the period specified and with all reasonable speed, repair or replace
the defective goods or parts thereof, without costs to the purchaser.

If the provider, having been notified, fails to remedy the defect(s) within the period specified, the purchaser may proceed to
take such remedial action as may be necessary, at the provider’s risk and expense and without prejudice to any other
rights which the purchaser may have against the provider under the contract.

Payment

The method and conditions of payment to be made to the provider under this contract shall be specified

The provider shall furnish the purchaser with an invoice accompanied by a copy of the delivery note and upon fulfilment of
other obligations stipulated in the contract.

Payments shall be made promptly by the purchaser, but in no case later than thirty (30) days after submission of a valid tax
invoice or claim by the provider.

Payment will be made in Rand unless otherwise stipulated.

Prices

Prices charged by the provider for goods delivered and services performed under the contract shall not vary from the
prices quoted by the provider in his bid, with the exception of any price adjustments authorized or in the purchaser’s
request for bid validity extension, as the case may be.

Increasel/decrease of quantities

In cases where the estimated value of the envisaged changes in purchase does not exceed 15% of the total value of the
original contract, the contractor may be instructed to deliver the revised quantities. The contractor may be approached to
reduce the unit price, and such offers may be accepted provided that there is no escalation in price.

Contract amendments

No variation in or modification of the terms of the contract shall be made except by written amendment signed by the
parties concerned.

Assignment

The provider shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the contract, except with the purchaser’s
prior written consent.

Subcontracts

The provider shall notify the purchaser in writing of all subcontracts awarded under this contract if not already specified in

the bid. Such notification, in the original bid or later, shall not relieve the provider from any liability or obligation under the
contract.

Delays in the provider’s performance

Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the provider in accordance with the time schedule
prescribed by the purchaser in the contract.

If at any time during performance of the contract, the provider or its subcontractor(s) should encounter conditions impeding

timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the provider shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of the
fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the provider’s notice, the
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purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at his discretion extend the provider’s time for performance, with or without
the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of contract.

The right is reserved to procure outside of the contract small quantities or to have minor essential services executed if any
emergency arises, the provider’s point of supply is not situated at or near the place where the supplies are required, or the
provider’s services are not readily available.

Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the provider in the performance of its delivery obligations shall
render the provider liable to the imposition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless an extension of time is agreed
upon pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2 without the application of penalties.

Upon any delay beyond the delivery period in the case of a supplies contract, the purchaser shall, without canceling the
contract, be entitled to purchase supplies of a similar quality and up to the same quantity in substitution of the goods not
supplied in conformity with the contract and to return any goods delivered later at the provider's expense and risk, or to
cancel the contract and buy such goods as may be required to complete the contract and without prejudice to his other
rights, be entitled to claim damages from the provider.

Penalties

Subject to GCC Clause 25, if the provider fails to deliver any or all of the goods or to perform the services within the
period(s) specified in the contract, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct
from the contract price, as a penalty, a sum calculated on the delivered price of the delayed good or unperformed services
using the current prime interest rate calculated for each day of the delay until actual delivery or performance. The
purchaser may also consider termination of the contract pursuant to GCC Clause 23.

Termination for Default

The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the
provider, may terminate this contract in whole or in part:

(@) if the provider fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the period(s) specified in the contract, or within any
extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2;

(b) if the provider fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract; or

(c) if the provider, in the judgment of the purchaser, has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for or in
executing the contract.

In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in
such manner as it deems appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those undelivered, and the provider shall be
liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar goods, works or services. However, the provider shall
continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

Anti-Dumping and Counter-Vailing Duties and Rights

When, after the date of bid, provisional payments are required, or anti-dumping or countervailing duties are imposed, or
the amount of a provisional payment or anti-dumping or countervailing right is increased in respect of any dumped or
subsidized import, the State is not liable for any amount so required or imposed, or for the amount of any such increase.
When, after the said date, such a provisional payment is no longer required or any such anti-dumping or countervailing
right is abolished, or where the amount of such provisional payment or any such right is reduced, any such favourable
difference shall on demand be paid forthwith by the provider to the purchaser or the purchaser may deduct such amounts
from moneys (if any) which may otherwise be due to the provider in regard to supplies or services which he delivered or
rendered, or is to deliver or render in terms of the contract or any other contract or any other amount which may be due to
him.

Force Majeure
Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses 22 and 23, the provider shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance

security, damages, or termination for default if and to the extent that hi delay in performance or other failure to perform his
obligations under the contract is the result of an event of force majeure.

If a force majeure situation arises, the provider shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of such condition and the
cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the purchaser in writing, the provider shall continue to perform its obligations
under the contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not
prevented by the force majeure event.

Termination for Insolvency

The purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving written notice to the provider if the provider becomes
bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to the provider, provided that such
termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the
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purchaser.
Settlement of Disputes

If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever arises between the purchaser and the provider in connection with or
arising out of the contract, the parties shall make every effort to resolve amicably such dispute or difference by mutual
consultation.
